Rational Numbers
Solve the problems. When you have finished, submit this assignment to your teacher by the due date for full credit.
Billy Bob just opened a checking account at First United Bank. Within the first month, he deposited four checks for $3.98, $51.02, and $38.52 and $12.70. He withdrew $5.23 for new pencils, $5.22 for cards, and $3.50 for a slushie and $4.39 for a cheeseburger from his account in the same month.
(a) Write Billy Bob’s withdrawals as negative rational numbers and his deposits as positive rational numbers.
Answer: The positive values are: 3.98, 51.02,38.52,12.70.  The negative values are:-5.23,-5.22,-3.50,-4.39.



(b) Order the rational numbers from least to greatest and explain your reasoning. What are the clues about the order you should put them in?
Answer: For the order I have to go from furthest negative to largest positive.The answer is -5.23, -5.22, -4.39, -3.50, 3.98, 12.70, 38.52, 51.02.




(c) At the beginning of the month Billy Bob’s balance was $98.  What was his balance at the end of the month after all of his deposits and withdrawals?  Show your work (I need to see the addition and subtraction being worked out), no credit will be given for just an answer.
