6. The Reading Process:  What is the difference between active reading and passive reading?
In your response make sure that you are referencing the readings we did early in the course (Hint: Module 2).  Your response may be bulleted if you like, since there will be several characteristics that you will want to list that differentiate active readers from passive readers.  
Active reading is the process of being involved in the reading. An active reader uses their problem solving skills to read ideas in a text while a passive reader simply only reads the words. Active reading requires the reader to draw from prior knowledge to understand the text, while passive reading requires the reader to focus on the text of the given reading to draw conclusions from it. Active reading is a process that results in learning and passive reading is a process to finish. Reading comprehension is better acquired through active reading as opposed to passive reading. 
7. First, briefly list the six SDAIE Scaffolding Techniques. You may bullet this part of your response. Second, please discuss a specific way in which you would use one of the six SDAIE Scaffolding techniques in a classroom setting with students. One well written paragraph should suffice.
1. Modeling
2. Bridging
3. Contextualization
4. Schema Building
5. Metacognitive Development
6. Text Re-presentation

I would use text re-presentation to help my English language learning students comprehend content material. Through this method, I would use an alternative format to understand the text book reading. If we just finished reading a section about the Great Depression, I would use photos to provide students with visual learning material. These photos will aid the students learning and advance it to the next level.

8. What does R.I.M. stand for and describe each step's value/importance? Please respond in one well written paragraph.  The use of bullets is encouraged.  (Hint: We discussed this in the vocabulary module.)

R.I.M.
1. Repetitive – Encounter words often to maintain comprehension
2. Integrated – Words should be integrated into everyday classroom experiences.
3. Meaningful Context – Words should be used in meaningful ways.

Using the R.I.M. method helps students identify crucial terms from the reading, words whose meaning they must know to understand the text. These words are introduced in a leading sentence and then repeated in various ways to insure that students have the opportunity to understand them. Word knowledge is incremental in student learning. By focusing on a repetitive concept of vocabulary words, students attain a better understanding of them because they are used in different contexts and used daily in the classroom. 
 
9. The "Structured Reading Lesson" assists students to elicit prior knowledge, focus attention, and inspire reflection. Provide one example of a specific strategy for each component of the before, during, and after reading format. The use of bullets is encouraged.

1. Before – Anticipation Guide: This allows students to respond to questions about the reading before they actually read it. It helps to understand the students’ prior knowledge. 

2. During – Reading from Different Perspective: This exercise allows students to reread content but allows them to understand it in an alternative way. For example, after reading about an article on Japanese internment camps in the United States during World War II, students may reread the selection from the perspective of a Japanese American who was forced out of their home or from the perspective of someone who lived through the attack on Pearl Harbor. 

3. After – Learning Log: After students have read, they will use a learning log to write down what they learned from the reading and what questions they have. This helps track learning over time. 

10. Our students' comprehension improves markedly when we take the time to connect with or build upon their prior knowledge BEFORE asking them to read. How would you ensure that you would make this happen in your classroom?  Please support your response with concrete example(s).  
In my classroom I will place a high importance on comprehension. I would implement the KWL strategy when beginning a new chapter in the text book. This strategy will allow the class to identify what they already know (K), and what they would like to know (W). Before reading we can focus on these two ideas. I would then further explain any details my students were having trouble with. I would also highlight any new vocabulary words that we might come across in the text. After reading, we will discuss what we learned (L) and again go over any topic that was not clear.
